Specific grammar, the study and analysis of present
day methods, type of classes, the use of various
teaching materials in the classroom, the classification
and evaluation of students. Customs, history, art,
literature, sociology and Spanish politics. Ample
bibliographical information.

5. COMMERCIAL SPANISH COURSE

Courses designed for university graduates and
professionals with an intermediate or advanced level of
Spanish, and who need specific knowledge of the
language for commercial, administrative, touristic or
business purposes.

Our courses and exams are recognized by the
Chamber of Commerce and Industry in Madrid and the
University of Alcala. We offer this course on two levels:
Basic and Higher. In groups and individual.

e The Basic level includes: Intermediate level
grammar, company management, commercial
activity, commercial correspondence, telephone,
publicity, specialist press.

* The Higher level includes: Advanced level
grammar.

The company, the work, banking, stock market and insurance,
economy and politics, social and political nsfitutions, publicity
and specialized press. Dynamic methodology, real materials,

audiovisual and communicative materials.

The Chamber of Commerce Examinations take place in
the school at the end of the courses. They are optional,
and students should enroll for them at least @ month in
advance of the exam date.

This is the only official exam approved by the Instituto
Cervantes and the Ministry of Education and Science.

The diploma certifies the proficiency of a person in
the use of our language on three different levels:
Initial, Basic and Higher.

The examinations take place in Mdlaga during May
and in November.

Our centre will enroll those students who are taking
part in courses and wish to attend the D.E.L.E. exam.
Please ask for additional information.

Our levels correspond fo the D.E.L.E. levels as
follows:

Intermediate Il = D.E.LE. Initial
Advanced = D.E.L.E. Basic
Higher = D.E.L.E. Higher

The centre offers a special course of preparation for
D.E.L.E.: 4 hours of intensive course at your level plus
1 hour of private tuition a day to prepare for the exam.

SPANISH LANGUAGE AND CIVILIZATION
A TWO WEEK CULTURAL EXPERIENCE INCLUDING
ACTIVITIES

This is a course designed for people with free time
who are prepared fo live an experience in the south
of Spain, in Andalusia, and learn our language and
culture in a pleasant, motivating way.

Enjoy typical foods and flamenco dancing and
singing.

The course also includes a 2 week package of
activities with a whole day excursion on Saturday
(consult activities).

ELEMENTARY:

Conversation. Introduction to Spanish culture.

Various aspects
of Spanish culture and
civilization. Emphasis on
conversation.

ADVANCED 1:

A better knowledge of grammar.
Fluency in conversation, and a
deeper knowledge of Latin
American culture. Written
expression and creation of texts.

ADVANCED 2:

Specially difficult aspects of -
grammar. Specific vocabularies.
Fluency in conversation on
specific topics concerning
Spanish culture and civilization.

HIGHER:

Specialized level of grammar.
Study of Spanish literature, art,
sociology and the history of
Spain and Latin America.

On the first day of the course,
students take a written and oral
classification test before being
assigned their particular level,
group and timetable.

We normally have courses at
all levels but it could happen
that there is only one student at
a particular level. In this case
we will provide a reduced
number of individual lessons.




o get the most out of your stay, students are

encouraged to fake an active part in the cultural

and social activities offered by the school as an
essential part of their course. The monthly programme of
activities is varied and thorough, but there is also plenty
of free time to enjoy the many attractions offered by
Nerja and its surroundings.
