– Compulsory Overseas Student Health Cover (OSHC) (at approx. AUD 30.– per month)
– Electronic Confirmation of Enrolment (eCoE): normally this is sent to the appropriate embassy from the

school in Australia, with a copy sent to the applicant. 
– Formal financial statement that they can support themselves during their stay 

(basis: AUD 1’200.–/NZ 1’000 per month. At the point of entry, they will also be required to show the visa
and the accommodation address.
