Methodology
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Our aim is to help you learn as much Spanish as
possible in the time available to you.

We use modern communicative teaching
methods, to ensure that our students acquire a
practical ability fo use and understand Spanish. We
place great emphasis on our students being able
to speak, understand, read and write in Spanish,
rather than just having a theoretical knowledge of
the language.

Our teachers are fully qualified teachers of Spanish
as a Foreign Language, all university graduates
and all with specific training and expertise in this
field. They love teaching Spanish and they know
how to make lessons both effective and at the
same time enjoyable. You learn a language better
if you can see that you are progressing and if you
are enjoying the experience!

A wide range of teaching resources and
techniques are used by our teachers, including
course books, games, role-play, discussions, films,
music, daily news and anything else that helps you
learn quickly and effectively.

The class content and teaching approach are
designed around the student needs in each
particular group, to ensure that each and every
student in the group is catered for and their needs
met.

Our groups have a maximum of just 10 students
(average 7), so our teachers are able to treat all
our students as individuals, giving every student the
personal attention that they need if they are to
learn Spanish well and make rapid progress.

At Camino Barcelona, we offer all levels from beginners to advanced. We follow guidelines from the E.U.
and its European reference guidelines (CEFRL), which are A1, A2, B1, B2, C1 and C2. We carefully assess
your Spanish with a written and oral test, so that we can decide what level is most appropriate for you. If
you think that it’s too easy or too difficult, we will change your class and level for you.

A1l: Beginners Level

You will join this group as a complete beginner.

By the end of this level you will be capable of
communicating with a native person if they speak
clearly and slowly. You will be able to:

* Express basic needs

» Talk about your likes and interests

* Ask and answer questions about yourself,
people you know and your belongings

* Make simple statements and answer basic
questions

* Use numbers to talk about the time, dates
and cost

B1: Intermediate Level

When you finish this level, you will be able to
interact with native speakers in a wide range of
situations, including:

» Taking part in discussions, expressing your view
points, giving opinions

» Talking about your past experiences and plans
for the future

» Giving reasons for your actions and ambitions

* Being able to make complaints and give
instructions

* Using tenses to communicate information
about the past, present and future

C1: Advanced Level

At this level you will be able to communicate
fluently and spontaneously in any situation,
whether social, professional or academic. You will
express yourself well and confidently, using a very
broad range of vocabulary and structure. You will
have no difficulty in:

* Understanding most discussions, lectures
and texts

* Making your point, explaining and supporting
your argument

» Getting involved in any situation which requires
communication

A2: Elementary Level

When you finish this level you will be using Spanish
to communicate in a range of social situations,
including:

* Being able to complete simple tasks which
require basic exchanges of information such
as describing where you work, what you do in
your free time, arranging appointments etc.

» Asking for information in different situations
such as in shops, hotels, frain stations etc.

* Explaining personal experiences in the past
tense

B2: Upper Intermediate Level

At this level you can express yourself clearly on a
wide range of topics, whether in spoken or written
Spanish. You will be able to use quite complex
grammatical structures and a broad range of
vocabulary to communicate well with native
speakers, including:

» Taking part in discussions, speaking fluently and
without effort

* Understanding most of what you read in
Spanish, even if it is technical or abstract

» Express yourself well in written Spanish, whether
formal, informal, technical or other

C2: Superior Level

Students at this level have a very highly
developed ability to use Spanish to express
themselves, without making mistakes, on any issue,
even if the topic is unfamiliar to them. They can
use written and spoken Spanish both accurately
and appropriately in any situation:

* Employing colloquial expressions and idioms

* Recognizing different shades of meaning in
any situation

* Expressing yourself concisely and exactly

 Communicating complex arguments
effectively, in written and spoken form

Intensive Spanish Course

This is the most popular of our Spanish
courses, as it is intensive enough to help
you make rapid progress with your
Spanish, whilst at the same time allowing you
plenty of free fime to explore Barcelona. There are
20 lessons per week, with a maximum of just 10
students per class.

Accommodation

On-site Superior Apartments

These fully equipped, self-catering apartments are
all in located the same building as our schooal,
ideally situated in the centre of Barcelona, just 10
minutes walk from Plaza Catalunya.

Each apartment has FREE Wi-Fi Internet access.

There are 10 student apartments in the building, all
of which are occupied by international students,
studying Spanish at our school.

The apartments have single rooms and fwin rooms,
SO you can choose to have a room for yourself, or
to share a room with another student. Each
apartment has a modern fully-fitted kitchen, dining
areaq, flat screen TV, plus two bathrooms. The twin
rooms are also avaiable for sole use. There is a
maximum of just 5 students per apartment. Rooms
with private bathrooms are also available.

Many of the rooms have balconies and there are
extensive sun terraces on top of the building, which
are very popular with students on sunny afternoons
after class, and at the weekend.




Accommodation

On-site Superior Residence

The residence is located on the floors above our
school, so, to get to school each day, you would
simply go down the stairs, or use the lift!

There is FREE Wi-Fi Internet access in every room of
the residence.

All the students in the residence are also studying
Spanish at our school. As well as your accommoda-
tion, you will receive 2 meals a day.

You can also make tea or coffee, or snacks for
yourself, in the kitchen. You can choose to stay in
single rooms, twin rooms, or in ‘twin rooms for sole
use’. Staying in a twin room for sole use means that
you have a twin room (which is considerably larger
than a single room), just for you.

There are two bathrooms for every three rooms in
the student residence. There are also living areas,
with flat screen TVs. Rooms are also available with
private bathrooms and most rooms also have
balconies. There are sun terraces on top of the ==
residence, for students to use in their leisure time.

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Sponish Host Fomilies

Staying with a Spanish host family is the best option
for students who wish to learn as much Spanish as
possible in the time available to them.

This is because if you choose to stay with a Spanish
host family you will be totally immersed in the
Spanish language, with lots opportunities to practise
with the family the Spanish that you learn in class.

All our Spanish host families are carefully selected
by us. A member of staff from our school visits the
family to assess their suitability for hosting our
students. All families provide a comfortable and
welcoming environment for our students.

Standard Residence

A student residence is a good option if you wish
to stay with students, but do not want to stay in a
host family and would prefer not to cook for
yourself in a shared apartment.

You can choose to stay in a single room, or in a
twin (shared) room. Some residences also have
friple rooms.

All our residences offer half board (breakfast, plus
another meal) accommodation. It is sometimes
possible to have bed and breakfast, or full board
(3 meals per day).

The standard residences offer comfortable
acommodation, but not as high a standard as
our superior on-site residence.

Standard Apartments |

Many of our students choose to stay in a Standard
Self-Catering Apartment. These standard apartments
are fully equipped with, a kitchen, bathroom, living
room and 3 or 4 bedrooms. Most apartments also
have balconies. Typically, 4 to 6 people live in each
apartment, normally a mixture of international
students and Spaniards.

A shared student apartment is an excellent choice, if
you wish to cook for yourself and enjoy the
experience of sharing an apartment. Standard
apartment accommodation gives you complete
independence and is also a great way to meet
people and make friends, but is not as high standard
accommodation as our on-site superior apartments.
